IBC World Debut for New Radio Microphone Systems from Audio Wireless
New range of transmitters and diversity receivers launch with wide frequency-switching bandwidths and digital programmability, with world debut at IBC 2011.

Designed specifically to deliver operational convenience for international working, the new range initially comprises three models – including a small belt-pack transmitter and matching diversity receiver, as well as a belt-pack in-ear monitoring receiver for production crews on location or in the studio.   Audio Wireless’ new products are making their world debut at IBC 2011 in Amsterdam (9 – 13 September), on booth no. 11.F54 in Hall 11, in conjunction with bebob GmbH, Audio Wireless’ distributor for Germany.
Comprising the Audio Wireless AWT-1 Transmitter, the AWDR-1 Diversity Receiver and the AWMR-1 Monitoring Receiver, the new systems all feature digitally switchable RF front-ends, with frequency-switching bandwidths up to 120MHz.  These are programmed via each model’s backlit LCD and adjustable across the 470 to 790MHz range.  Smooth, rugged aluminium cases are combined with a choice of connectors, as well as internal and external powering options.  Common to all models is their unique battery compartment design, with a captive, easy-twist cover.  This features a click-stop mechanism to provide positional feedback, enabling quick and simple battery changeovers by feel alone.

Audio Wireless conducted an extensive R&D programme into analogue and digital systems in order to create the innovative new range, headed up by renowned radio microphone guru Aldo Hakligil, contributing more than 28 years’ expertise to the overall team.  Aldo commented on their achievements:
