This can be plugged into a standard intercom station or belt-pack headset jack, or connected to a matrix intercom system, to enable wireless intercom links of up to 300 metres to be established quickly and easily.  Completing Orbital’s product line-up will be loudspeakers systems from d&b audiotechnik, including the new T-Series.
