This is complemented by the high output d&b J-Series subs, together with the compact d&b Max12s, plus d&b C7sub and C4top drum fills for the stage monitor system. System control is via the d&b R1 Remote Control software.   With regard to its choice of live sound console, the club was looking for high quality yet cost-effective package, capable of recording the live band nights via Pro Tools, with the club purchasing two VENUE SC48s with the integrated Pro Tools LE®.  
Orbital’s other recent activity in the club sector involves the sale of a compact Digidesign VENUE Mix Rack System to Concorde 2 in Brighton, one of the UK’s most innovative clubs.
